| recently checked in with Dr. Emil T. Hofman to ask him what he has been working on since 1990. Our
former Chemistry Professor and Dean of Freshman Year of Studies had just returned from a trip to
Haiti, a trip he takes about four times each year. At 88 he has some physical limitations due to his
health, but he is still globetrotting, and holding office hours in front of the Dome, weather permitting.
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Dr. Hofman shared a lot of information with me including a few personal anecdotes about his life. He
continues to be a wonderful storyteller and his rich life story would make a wonderful biography. | was
marveling at the story of a near fatal car accident in the late 1940’s that left Dr. Hofman unconscious for
25 hours. His injuries kept him in a Louisville hospital for 3 weeks. An “angel of mercy” took care of
him. He tried to win this lovely nurse’s affections, but the nurse was much too professional to fall for a
patient. Five years later, Dr. Hofman was in Louisville for work and decided to try his luck at getting in
touch with the nurse who meant so much to him. Within two months, the future Mrs. Hofman and Dr.
Hofman were engaged and they married later that same year. This past year they celebrated their 50"
wedding anniversary. Dr. Hofman’s advice to any young hopeful bachelor is to propose at the Grotto.
He says that, “Girls don’t say ‘no’ at the Grotto!”

Our freshman year at ND was Dr. Hofman’s last year of teaching his famous Chemistry Seminar. He
taught 1,100 of us that year. The registrar has estimated that he taught 32,000 students during his
career. He told me that two of his former students were Nobel Prize winners in medicine and one
became an astronaut and many others went on to do other amazing things. He also mentioned that he
is particularly proud of the students that follow in the model of Our Lady by being good moms.

| had always been curious as to how those
famous Friday morning Chemistry quizzes
began. To my surprise, they had been part of
his teaching standards since 1953. The format
of seven questions on a computer graded sheet
may have evolved over the years, but for 30 +
years, Thursday nights for freshman chemistry
students were filled with studying chemistry.
And that is actually how the tradition started. In
1953, Dr. Hofman was still single and ate out
most nights. He found that no matter where he
went he always ran into his students. So he
devised a scheme that left him with at least one

One of the lovely things | noticed in my conversation with Dr. Hofman is how much he continues to
represent the spirit of Notre Dame. He has remained active with the University in many ways. He has
hosted student send offs for years, some years up to 25 of them. He and his wife also host alumni trips
and have gone all over the world on ND Alumni Association trips. He also continues to do service
work. For the last five years, he has been working closely with one of his former students Fr. Tom
Streit, CSC. Fr. Streit runs the UND Haiti Program. The program’s goal is to try to eliminate lymphatic
filariasis (LF), which manifests itself as elephantiasis. (See http://haiti.nd.edu/index.html.) Dr. Hofman
goes to the region about four times a year.

Talking with Dr. Hofman was truly a pleasure. He is a charming and interesting man. He has had more
amazing life experiences than is almost believable. | hope, if you find yourself on campus, you take the
time to catch up with him. You will have to catch him between trips to Haiti and elsewhere. He will be
off to Haiti again this spring. Retiring doesn’t seem to be his thing. He continues to give and to serve
and in the shadow of the Dome, Dr. Hofman remains a shining example for us all.

However, as
life-plans played out post-college, Maria’s career and role as a successful attorney, devoted wife, and
mother of three took her to revisit her passion for wine-making, and wanting “something more” than
practicing law. Together with Steve and their children, Rachel, age 7, five year old twins Isaac and
Allison, and other family members, they set out to realize this dream in the summer of 2007.

“It was not a decision made lightly,” says Maria about contemplating the career change from attorneys-
at-law to wine smiths. Parallel 44 is in full operation year round, and the grapes Maria and Steve have
chosen to cultivate are of the most unique, hearty, and premium types. Parallel 44’s name carries a
geographic significance to Tuscany and Bordeaux as Kewaunee is situated on the same latitude. With
similar profiles in sun exposure and soil conditions, the intent was to produce wines comparable to their
Italian and French counterparts.

The story of how far Maria and Steve have come with Parallel 44 is a story of inspiration. The effort
and energy involved in maintaining a high standard in the wines they produce is beginning to pay off.
Asked what advice Maria can offer to encourage career-changing types with entrepreneurial
aspirations, “Definitely do it” she says, “life is too short to put off what you love to do and are passionate
about, but be well planned and researched and follow through.” As with all businesses great or small,
coupling calculated risks with one’s unwavering passion in doing what they love, might just yield
enormous dividends in personal satisfaction. Let's raise a glass to Parallel44.
